Chief Warrant Officer 5 Gary Ostrander was the
Command Chief Warrant Officer for 2nd Special
Warfare Training Group (Airborne) at the U.S.

Detachments - Alpha (ODA) 041 and 044. He deployed twice to Kosovo for Operation
Joint Guardian and supported our European allies on multiple Joint Combined Exchange
Training engagements. In 2004, he completed Warrant Officer Candidate School at
Fort Rucker, Alabama, and became an assistant detachment commander on ODA 053,
and later ODA 044, 2nd Bn., 10th Special Forces Group (Airborne).

He led at every level from
detachment commander to group command chief warrant. His assignments include
numerous deployments to enhance partnerships for regional security, multiple rotations
for Operation Iraqi Freedom, the establishment of the Georgian Special Operations
Forces Battalion, and two tours to Africa for Operation Observant Compass to counter
the Lord’s Resistance Army.
